Senator Jim Lembke to Serve on
New Committee on Job Creation

2020 Committees to Explore Long-term Vision of Jobs in Missouri

JEFFERSON CITY — State Sen. Jim Lembke, R-St. Louis, has been picked by Senate leader
Charlie Shields, R-St. Joseph, to sit on the Missouri Senate Job Creation 2020 Committee. The
panel’s task will be to formulate an idea of what jobs are needed in Missouri and how to either
create them or bring them to the Show-Me State.
