Keaveny 2 / Runs :13 / OC: in the House.
[bookmark: _GoBack]“We filibustered for 39 hours on SJR 39. Brought it to the attention not only of the state, but to the country. National leaders weighed in, corporate businesses weighed in. Unfortunately, we couldn’t stop it in the Senate, but we did stop it in the House.”
In all, 57 Missouri Senate bills and 81 Missouri House bills were Truly Agreed to and Finally Passed this session.
