Nat Snd 1	:02	Q: House Bill….
House Bill 1768 modifies provisions relating to communications services. This is one of two measures signed into law on July 2.
[bookmark: _GoBack]When the proposal was discussed on the floor of the Missouri Senate on April 29, handler — Sen. Dan Hegeman of Cosby — told his colleagues other Missouri Senate proposals had been added to the bill, including Senate Bill 632 and Senate Bill 807…
	Hegeman 1	:18	Q: Dec. 31, 2019.
Senator Jill Schupp of Creve Coeur also added an amendment to the measure, which deals with linear foot fees charged in such upgrades…
	Schupp	:15	Q: in these areas.
Senator Hegeman points out this new law does nothing with broadband franchise fees…
	Hegeman 2	:18	Q: right-of-way out there.
House Bill 1768 will take effect on Aug. 28…
	Nat Snd 2	:02	Q: House Bill 2120….
Also signed into law on July 2 was House Bill 2120, which modifies provisions relating to the safety of utility infrastructure.
During Missouri Senate discussion on May 11, Sen. Gina Walsh of Bellefontaine Neighbors added an amendment to the proposal…
	Walsh		:15	Q: Environmental Protection Agency.
In addition to lead testing in schools, the new law also reinforces some of the changes made in House Bill 1768.
House Bill 2120 will also become law on Aug. 28.
Time is running out for the remaining bills to either be signed, vetoed or allowed to become law without the governor’s signature. The deadline is July 14.
