 Helped position Missourians to gain better economic 

opportunities.
 Created the “Fast Track Workforce Incentive Grant” to provide 

grants for Missouri citizens to attend an approved Missouri college of their choice.
 Changed the Missouri Works Training Program to the Missouri One Start Program, 

with stronger guidelines for training Missouri’s next generation of employees.

2020 
 Following the passage of the federal CARES Act, passed legislation to ensure 25 percent of 

federal relief funds provided to Missouri went directly to local counties. 

2021 
 Established a fund to provide relief to firefighters who develop cancer while on the job.

2022
 Broadened the Fast Track Workforce Incentive Grant, which will increase apprenticeship and 

certification opportunities for Missourians. 
 Extended the Missouri Rx Program for an additional six years.

 Passed a measure to allow our state facilities department to be more cost-effective.
