On This Date in Missouri Senate History, the date was June 29, 1921, 12th day of the Extra Session of the 51st General Assembly.

This was a Wednesday.

Where this extra session had originally been called to address voter-approved funding for Missouri’s first county roads, the governor later added nearly two-dozen new points to his call.

Senators began the day with a number of resolutions, some of which were designed to continue paying for what was becoming a longer extra session than first expected. This was followed by more correspondence from the governor and Reports of Standing Committees.

Senators then moved to recess until 2 p.m.

Standard fair made up afternoon session, with discussion on several pieces of legislation making their way through for extra session.
