A bill is introduced
in the Senate or
in the House
of Representatives.

After the bill is
read for the second
time, it is referred to a
committee. Often,
public hearings
are held about the bill.

The governor can sign
the bill, veto the
legislation, or take no
action at all — in
which case the bill
would become law
without the
governor's signature.
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When the bill is
accepted and signed
by both the leaders in

the Senate and House,

it is sent to the

GOVERNOR'S OFFICE

The committee can
either approve the bill
as it is, make changes
to the measure, offer a

substitute to the bill
or reject the measure.

If the bill is
approved, it is placed
on the calendar so
lawmakers can debate
the bill in their
designated chamber.

If amendments
(changes or additions)
are made in either the

Senate or the House,
these changes must be
approved by the other

governor.

Senate

After approval in one
body of the Legislature,
the bill goes to the
other chamber and

legislative body.
